Possible Roles of Attached Tutors for Stretch English
 Leading class time for 50 minutes per week—the same day each week--with the instructor present
 Preparing a handout or outline for a mini-lecture pertaining to critical reading, writing, or thinking skills
 Marking (but not grading) one set of papers for one type of error.  Note, the tutors are students and need to learn about a wide array of writing criteria.  They should not just mark sentence-level errors; marking papers is a learning experience for them.  This may be most effective in 100B.

 Proctoring in-class essays

 Writing and/or administering reading quizzes

 Leading discussions on readings

 Teaching annotation/active reading skills

 Introducing an author, topic, or reading

 Explaining and demonstrating MLA

 Organizing and monitoring writing workshops

 Creating a handout that serves as a review of assigned material

 Creating/leading small group exercise

Required Duties:

 Working one-on-one with students during peer review workshops to help them improve their writing skills and particular essays
 Attending regularly scheduled tutor meetings (all-tutor meetings as well as writing tutor meetings)
 Meeting one-on-one with the instructor, when asked, to discuss the syllabus and course content
Note:  Tutors are NOT allowed to grade papers or quizzes, record grades, or otherwise be privy to student grades (unless the student shares his grade info during tutoring sessions).
